INTRODUCTION:  We are reading about the journey that Stargirl takes to learn who she is.  Life is about journeys, events that take you from place to place, literally and metaphorically.  You have learned and experienced many events over the last few years that changed your perspective and direction in life.  Your assignment will be to create your own map of what the adventures that have helped you learn about yourself.  
REQUIREMENTS:  
· You have to pick a metaphor or simile to illustrate your life.  Here are a few to help you along.
Life is a(n)…rollercoaster, dream, highway, zoo, game, river, road, a staircase, a ladder 

· The illustration must have a clear, deliberate starting point or event.
· You need to include at least three past significant events and two future events and an include an icon/image for each.  
· Events can either be related to school, home, friends, or other activities.  

· It does not need to have an exact end event since you will still have many experiences yet to come before the end of your journey.  You can do more than five events and predict your future or add to your past if you choose to.  
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The smallest size you can have is 8 by 11 and the largest you can have is 15 by 22 (half of an average poster board)
· You should make it reflect the journey and the lessons you learned.  Is it a bumpy road, a dirt road a river with a fork or a straight river (does it have a waterfall-a time you felt was out of control or exciting), does the rollercoaster have a place where you go upside down (a place you might have felt upside down)
· On the back of the paper, you need to include the following information for each of the five events in a few brief, well-worded sentences:

· Explain the event

· Explain how the event you listed changed you or helped you become the person you are today.  Make sure to include the lesson you learned.
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For each of the five events, you need to include an icon or image that symbolizes the event.  So, if your first event is meeting your sibling for the first time then you could put an image of your sibling or draw something that symbolizes a baby (bottle, pacifier, diaper etc.).   
· Your final product needs to be in color and show pride and effort as well as having clear, CONCISE, explanations on the back of the map.
